BYLAWS

Arrowhead Parlor No. 110

Native Sons of the Golden West
PREAMBLE


Arrowhead Parlor No. 110 is governed by the Constitution for Subordinate Parlors under the jurisdiction of the Grand Parlor of the Native Sons of the Golden West.


These bylaws shall reflect Articles unique to Arrowhead Parlor No. 110, Native Sons of the Golden West and were adopted on the last date shown on the final page and supersede all prior and existing Bylaws.

ARTICLE I
Name


Section 1. This parlor shall be known as Arrowhead Parlor No. 110, Native Sons of the Golden West.

ARTICLE II

Meetings


Section 1. The regular meetings of this parlor shall be held on the first and third Wednesdays of each month at Brazelton Hall, 2701 Del Rosa Avenue, City of San Bernardino, California or at a location determined by the elected officers.


Section 2.  The hour for convening shall be determined by the membership.

Section 3.   Notification of special meetings shall appear in the Parlor’s official method of communication, the Arrowgram or by means of notification by mail or other select conveyance.
ARTICLE III

Membership


Section 1. Membership in this parlor shall be as provided in Article II of the Constitution for Subordinate Parlor. 


Section 2.  No application for membership shall be balloted upon during the same meeting at which it is received by the Recording Secretary.

Section 3.  Every person admitted to membership shall sign the attendance roster and shall keep both the Recording Secretary and Financial Secretary advised of his correct mailing address and telephone number.

ARTICLE IV

Fees and Dues


Section 1. The initiation fee for all members shall be ten dollars ($10.00).


Section 2. The initiation fee shall accompany all applications for membership, and shall be returned if the application is rejected.


Section 3. The dues for beneficial members shall be fifty-five ($55) dollars per year, payable in advance. For non-beneficial members, the dues shall be fifty ($50) dollars per year, payable in advance. Fifty (50) year and life members shall be asked to contribute voluntarily the amount of the yearly per capita tax in force at the time.

Section 4. The fee on a withdrawal card shall be the same as the initiation fee as provided in Section 1 of this Article.
(a) There shall be no fee for an application for reinstatement of any former members of the order.

Section 5. The first year’s dues are paid with the member’s application for membership.
ARTICLE V

Officers


Section 1. The officers shall be those provided for in Article IV of the Constitution for Subordinate Parlors.

Section 2. No member of this parlor shall be eligible nor shall he be nominated for any office of this parlor whose dues are not paid to the first day of the month next following the date of election.
      Section 3.  The Officers of Arrowhead Parlor 110 shall be the President, First Vice President, Second Vice President, Third Vice President, Recording Secretary, Financial Secretary, Treasurer, Marshal, Inside Sentinel and Outside Sentinel, each of whom shall be elected annually by ballot and hold office for one year commencing July 1st.

ARTICLE VI

Duties of Officers


Section 1. The officers shall perform such duties as are prescribed by the Constitution for Subordinate Parlors, and such additional duties as these By-Laws and the parlor may require.


Section 2. The Financial Secretary shall, for the benefit of the Visiting Committee and the Lapsation Committee, keep a list of members eligible to receive sick and funeral benefits.


Section 3 The Financial Secretary shall have a current delinquent list available at each meeting. He shall conduct a Lapsation meeting every other month.

Section 4 The Financial Secretary shall notify all members one month in advance that their dues are due. Notices will be sent out when dues are one, two, three, nine and twelve months delinquent.

Section 5.  The Treasure shall, from any warrant in favor of a member, pay to the Financial Secretary all demands held against such member or members, and deliver to him a receipt therefore.

Section 6.  The Recording Secretary shall notify the Visiting Committee Chair as soon as possible upon learning of an illness, disability or death of any member.  The Recording Secretary shall report the same information at the next meeting of the parlor.

Section 7. The President shall vote the stock of the parlor in all corporations or associations in which the parlor may be a stockholder.


Section 8. The bond of the Treasurer of this parlor is fixed at fifteen hundred dollars ($1500.00), the premium on which is to be paid by the parlor.


Section 9. The bond of the Financial Secretary is fixed at five hundred dollars ($500.00), the premium on which is to be paid by the parlor.


Section 10. The bond of the Recording Secretary is fixed at five hundred dollars ($500.00), the premium on which is to be paid by the parlor.
ARTICLE VII

Compensation of Officers


Section 1. The Recording Secretary may be compensated.  The amount of compensation shall be voted upon by the parlor each year at the first meeting in May.

Section 2. The Financial Secretary may be compensated.  The amount of compensation shall be voted upon by the parlor each year at the first meeting in May.
ARTICLE VIII

Committees


Section 1. The President shall, within one week after his installation, appoint chairmen for the committees as listed.  It shall be the responsibility of the Chairman to select a sufficient number of members to serve on the committee in order to carry out the responsibilities of said committee.

ARTICLE IX

Duties of Committees


Section 1. The duties of the committees provided for in Section 1 of Article VIII of these By-Laws are set forth in Article XV of the Constitution for Subordinate Parlors.


Section 2. The Social Committee shall be in charge of planning and preparing for such social events as directed by the parlor.


Section 3. Under the direction of the President, the Membership Committee shall have general charge of the method used in obtaining new members and shall arrange for the induction ritual of new members.  It shall be responsible for educating all members as to the heritage, purpose, objectives, policies and programs of the Order.  It shall provide information that assures understanding of the privileges and responsibilities of membership.

Section 4.
The Publicity Committee shall seek to develop favorable publicity via the media whenever possible for the parlor and the Order as a whole. 

Section 5.  Under the direction of the President, the Memorial Day Committee shall arrange for appropriate observance of deceased members. 

Section 6. The Historical Landmarks Committee shall, in conjunction with the Grand Parlor Committee on Historical Landmarks, arrange for marking such historic places as the parlor directs.


Section 7. The Visiting Committee shall, whenever possible, visit or correspond with all members of the Order who are reported ill or disabled. 
ARTICLE X

Benefits for Beneficial Members


Section 1.  Any beneficial member who has not been deprived of benefits shall receive those entitlements innumerated in Article X of the Bylaws adopted by Arrowhead Parlor, January 6, 1937. A copy of which shall be on file with the Financial Secretary. 
ARTICLE XI

Payment of Authorized Expenses

Section 1.  All purchases of materials and supplies shall be approved in advanced by a vote of the parlor or authorized in writing by the President.


Section 2.    A voucher shall be submitted to the Recording Secretary by any member desiring to be reimbursed for material or paid for services rendered.  The Recording secretary shall maintain a supply of said vouchers.   

ARTICLE XII

Special Funds

Section 1.   A special account shall be established for revenue generated from the sales at the Fire Works Stand.


Section 2.    Expenditures from the Fire Works Stand Fund shall be in accordance with the stipulations outlined by the City of San Bernardino.

ARTICLE XIII

Funerals


Section 1.  If requested by the relatives of a deceased member to officiate at a funeral, the President shall make appropriate preparations. 


ARTICLE XIV

Qualification of Delegates to Grand Parlor


Section 1. No member of this parlor shall be eligible for election nor shall he be nominated for delegate to Grand Parlor unless the dues of such member at the time of such nomination or election are paid to the first day of the month immediately following the election of delegates.


Section 2. No member of this parlor shall be eligible for election nor shall be nominated for delegate to Grand Parlor unless he shall have attended at least five meetings of this parlor during the six months immediately preceding the date of nomination of delegates to Grand Parlor. 


Section 3. The register of attendance shall constitute the exclusive evidence as to the member’s attendance, and unless the register shows that the member has attended at least five meetings of this parlor during the six months immediately prior to the date of nomination of delegates to Grand Parlor, he shall be ineligible to nomination or election as delegate.  


Section 3. (a) The provisions of Sections 1, 2 and 3 of this article shall not apply to members of this parlor who have been members of the Order of the Native Sons of the Golden West for a period of fifty years or more. 

Section 4.  In the event that an insufficient number of qualified members are willing to accept a nomination, a member with lesser attendance may be elected. 


Section 5. The delegates to the Grand Parlor, Grand Officers from this parlor and any member or members appointed by the Grand President to committees which require attendance at Grand Parlor, and have a vote therein, shall each receive a sum of which is to be approved by the parlor in advance for attendance at all sessions of the Grand Parlor.

ARTICLE XV
Amendments


Section 1. These bylaws may be amended at any regular meeting of the parlor by the prescribed quorum in Article III of the Constitution for Subordinate Parlors, providing notice of the amendment has been given at the previous meeting and announced in The Arrowgram.
ARTICLE XVI

Parliamentary Authority


Section 1.  The current edition of Robert’s Rules of Order, Newly Revised shall be the parliamentary authority for all matters not specially covered in the Bylaws, the Constitution and Laws of the Grand Parlor of the Native Sons of the Golden West and the Constitution for the Government of Subordinate Parlors.
